SWRA Rules, Regulations, & Mandates

· Each program/sport must follow their Bylaws.  Bylaws are to be reviewed and approved by each program sub-board and the SWRA Board of Directors prior to program start (registration).  The approved bylaws shall be posted online on the SWRA official website.  Changes to bylaws during programs may only be adopted when and only when properly voted upon by sub-board; a formal request and presentation has been made to the SWRA Board of Directors; and the SWRA Board of Directors has voted to approve said request changes.  Failure to comply shall automatically make said changes null and void.  At which time, SWRA reserves the right to enforce action against program/sport to rectify the infraction and/or remove responsible parties.
· Each program/sport must follow “Procedures for Fund Management in SWRA”.

· Each program/sport must follow “Procedures for Concession Sales Management”.

· “Gifts” will not be allowed by any program/sport without the express consent of the SWRA Board of Directors.

· Each program/sport shall submit volunteer/coach background check authorization request forms to SWRA Recreation Director.  Printable versions of the Volunteer Background Guidelines and Volunteer Background Consent forms are on our website @ www.stonewigginsrec.wordpress.com under the SWRA Information heading.  In addition, League organizers shall also provide forms during the registration process.  These forms are to be completed during registration and forwarded to the Recreation Director.  Once coaches and assistant coaches are determined by the sub-boards, the Recreation Director will have background search done and respond back to sub-board any failing candidates as set forth by the National Recreation Association Volunteer/Coaching guidelines which is also found at our website.  Under no circumstance shall a volunteer be allowed to practice or take ownership of a team without background checks being performed.  Background checks are good for one year.  The SWRA Board of Directors reserves the right to accept or reject any volunteer participation.  The SWRA Board of Directors shall, upon request, submit written reasons for rejection of said candidate(s). 
· Schedules Considerations:

· In programs/sports that play during school nights, 8U children and younger shall be scheduled to play at early times.  

· Children participating in state testing in school shall not play the night prior to these dates.

· No games shall be scheduled on Wednesdays or Sundays (with exception to tournaments in which schedules may start after 1 o’clock pm.)

· Practices are discouraged on Wednesdays or Sundays.  If practices are called on these days, players that do not participate will not be held in contempt or punished in any case.  These will be for voluntary participation only.

· Participants that participate in a sport that equipment is provided shall return said equipment upon termination of play or season end.  Any participant that fails to do so shall not be eligible to participate in any other program/sport until the equipment has been returned in acceptable condition or satisfactory reimbursement for said equipment has been resolved.  

· SWRA programs/sports are included but not limited to Football, Soccer, Baseball, Softball, Basketball, and Cheer.  Participants that register and participate in a sport and fail to pay the registration fee may be ineligible to participate in any other SWRA programs/sports until all back fees have been paid in full.

· Each program/sport shall adopt fair play policies that shall be approved by the SWRA Board of Directors.  We are a recreation organization.  Participants that show up for practice and games shall be afforded the opportunity to play with respect to minimum playing time as each program/sport/SWRA has mandated.  Failure to comply with said policy may result in 100% play time for participant and/or suspension/expulsion of manager or coach responsible.
· Volunteers/Coaches/Parents/Participants must follow Code of Conduct as relative to each sport.  Failure to comply may include but not limited to suspension and/or expulsion from said program/sport and/or facility.  Consideration for participation in other programs/sports may also be revoked.
· There shall be a fee imposed for leasing fields at Hood Complex.  Fees may be $200 deposit as well as $150 per field per day.  These fees will be used for maintenance and/or equipment for this facility.
